Reflection:  Am I pleased with the path of my

Today  we read the  Lord’s 
Passion. Jesus faced temp-
tation, experienced betrayal 
and physical pain, and was 
unjustly put to death by the 
ones He came to save.   

Indeed, this is a sad story; however, we know 
what happens next week—Christ defeats sin 
and death!  During Holy Week, we recognize 
that Jesus is stronger than any temptation or 
hardship that we may face.  When we feel 
weak, we rely on Christ’s support. 
Living Stewardship: As Christian stewards, 
we might see ourselves as the different figures 
in the Passion story. Unfortunately, we might 
even recall times when we acted like Peter or 
Judas; however, we can always refer to the 
example of Peter, who saw the error of his    
ways and underwent a major change.
