THE SAINTS: MODELS OF FAITH

This Sunday, August 14th, marks the
Memorial of St. Maximilian Kolbe, the
Polish Catholic priest who, while a prison-
er in the Auschwitz death camp, volun-
teered to sacrifice his life so that another
prisoner might live. In his words, we read
the power of his faith: “Let us remember
that love lives through sacrifice and is
nourished by giving. Without sacrifice,
there is no love.”

Another religious, whose memorial
was last Tuesday, was St. Teresa Bene-
dicta of the Cross. Born Edith Stein to
Jewish parents, she pursued a scholastic
life and became a German Jewish philoso-
pher. Inspired by the spiritual writings of
St. Teresa of Avila, Edith converted to
Christianity and became a Carmelite nun.
Like St. Maximilian Kolbe, she was also a
martyr who was killed in Auschwitz.
