Today, the liturgy offers us an early scent of Easter joy. The
celebrant's vestments are rose-colored. It is "Laetare Sunday,"
inviting us to a serene joy. "Rejoice with Jerusalem and be glad

because of her, all you who love her...,
antiphon.

God wants us to be happy. The most basic psychology tells us
that a person who does not live happily eventually becomes ill,
both in body and spirit. However, our joy must be well-founded,
it must be the expression of the serenity of living a life with full
meaning. Otherwise, joy would degenerate into superficiality
and folly. Saint Teresa of Avila accurately distinguished
between "holy joy" and "foolish joy." The latter is only external,
short-lived, and leaves a bitter aftertaste.

We live in challenging times for the life of faith. But they are
also exciting times. In a way, we experience the Babylonian
exile sung about in the psalm. Yes, we too can experience an
exile "by the rivers of Babylon there we sat weeping when we
remembered Zion" (Ps 137:1). External difficulties and, above
all, sin can bring us near the rivers of Babylon. Despite
everything, there are reasons for hope, and God continues to tell
us: "May my tongue stick to my palate if I do not remember
you" (Ps 137:6).

We can always live happily because God loves us madly, so
much that He "gave his only Son" (Jn 3:16). Soon we will
accompany this only Son on His path of death and resurrection.
We will contemplate the love of the One who loves so much
that He gave Himself for us, for you and for me. And we will be
filled with love and look upon Him “whom they have
pierced” (Jn 19:37), and a joy will grow in us that no one can
take away.

The true joy that lights up our life does not come from our
effort. Saint Paul reminds us: it does not come from you, it is a
gift from God, “for we are his handiwork™ (Eph 2:10). Let us
allow ourselves to be loved by God and to love Him, and our
joy will be great this coming Easter and throughout our lives.
And let's not forget to let ourselves be embraced and renewed
by God by making a good confession during this season of Lent.

REFLEXION PARA EL DOMINGO

Hoy, Jesus exaltado en la Cruz aparece como
salvacion para todos los que le miren con fe.

Pero cuanto mas se adentra
en la luz, tanto mas se siente necesitado de
purificacion. Por eso las religiones han creado
sistemas de "purificacion".

Sin embargo, Jesus ha dado un cambio radical
al concepto de pureza ante Dios: no son las
practicas rituales lo que purifica. La pureza y
la impureza tienen lugar en el corazon del
hombre, y la fe es lo que purifica el corazon
(cf. Hch 15,5-11). Dicha fe se debe a que Dios
sale al encuentro del hombre (no es simple-
mente una decision autonoma de los hom-
bres).

—El lavatorio que nos purifica es el amor de
Jests que llega hasta la muerte. En la gran as-
piracion de la humanidad a la pureza, el Evan-
gelio de Juan —Jesus mismo— nos indica el
rumbo: El, que es Dios y Hombre al mismo
tiempo, nos hace capaces de Dios.

Almost there. If we consider the season of Lent to
be a journey, we can think of each of the forty days
as one on which we take steps to move closer to a
point we wish to reach. Just as runners might keep a
daily log in which they enter the miles they jog,
some Lenten pilgrims might keep a Lenten journal
in which to chart their daily spiritual course. At this
point, there are more Lenten days behind us than in
front of us.

Almost there. A traveler on a long journey might
come to a point when it is advisable to stop and
take inventory. Is there enough money to get
home? Is there enough time and energy to see and
do all that was planned? Has this trip been satisfy-
ing and enriching thus far? As Lenten pilgrims,
now is the time to stop and check our spiritual com-
pass. We can each ask ourselves, “ Up to this point,
have I been going in the right direction? Has my
compass been pointed to the Cross of salvation?
Have my steps taken me forward in my faith? Have
I prayed more, fasted regularly, given more?”

Yes, almost there...but not there yet. There is still
time to fulfill the Lenten commitments that we
made on Ash Wednesday. There is still time for
prayers to be said, alms to be given, sacrifices to be
made. Dear Lenten pilgrims, “Let not your hearts
be troubled.” True, for some the Lenten journey
