Today we celebrate the last Sunday before the solem-
nities of the Ascension and Pentecost, which close the
Easter season. Throughout these Sundays, the risen
Jesus has revealed himself as the Good Shepherd and
the vine to which we must be connected as branches,
and today he opens his Heart to us completely.

Certainly, in His Heart we can only find love. What
constitutes the deepest mystery of God is that He is
Love. Everything He has done from creation to re-
demption has been out of love. All that He expects
from us in response to His actions is just love. There-
fore, His words resonate today: "Remain in my

love" (Jn 15:9). Love asks for reciprocity; it is like a
dialogue that makes us respond with increasing love
to His initial love.

A fruit of love is joy: "I have told you this so that my
joy may be in you" (Jn 15:11). If our life does not re-
flect the joy of believing, if we let ourselves be over-
whelmed by adversities without seeing that the Lord
is also there present and comforting us, it is because
we do not know Jesus sufficiently well.

God always takes the initiative. He explicitly tells us
by saying, "I chose you" (Jn 15:16). We might be
tempted to think that we have chosen Him, but we
have done nothing more than respond to a call. He
has chosen us freely to be his friends: "I no longer
call you slaves...; I have called you friends" (Jn
15:15).

In the beginning, God spoke to Adam as a friend
speaks to his friend. Christ, the new Adam, has not
only restored that friendship but also intimacy with
God, since God is Love. Everything boils down to
this word: “Love.” Saint Augustine reminds us: "The
good Master recommends us quite often that charity
is the only possible commandment. Without charity
all the other good qualities mean nothing. Charity, in
fact, leads man necessarily to all the other virtues that
make him good."

THE POPE'S MONTHLY INTENTIONS

May
For the formation of religious
and seminarians
We pray that religious women
‘ and men, and seminarians,
grow in their own vocations
through their human, pastoral,
spiritual, and community
formation, leading them to be
credible witnesses to the Gospel.
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How can we tell what belongs to the true faith? We find the true faith

in Sacred Scripture and in the living Tradition of the Church. The
—NEW TESTAMENT developed out of the faith of the Church. Scrip-
ture and Tradition belong together. Handing on the faith does not occur
primarily through documents. In the early Church it was said that Sacred
Scripture was “written on the heart of the Church rather than on parch-
ment”. The disciples and the —=APOSTLES experienced their new life
above all through a living fellowship with Jesus. The early Church invit-
ed people into this fellowship, which continued in a different way after
the Resurrection. The first Christians held fast “to the apostles’ teaching
and fellowship, to the breaking of the bread and to the prayers” (Acts
2:42). They were united with one another and yet had room for others.
This is part of our faith to this day: Christians invite other individuals to
come to know a fellowship with God that has been preserved unaltered
since the times of the apostles in the Catholic Church. The happiness
you are seeking, the happiness you have a right to enjoy, has a name and
a face: it is Jesus of Nazareth. (POPE BENEDICT XVI ) There is an
urgent need for the emergence of a new generation of apostles anchored
firmly in the word of Christ, capable of responding to the challenges of
our times and prepared to spread the Gospel far and wide. (POPE BEN-
EDICT XVI): Mission is the essence of the Church and Jesus’ mandate
to all Christians to proclaim the Gospel in word and deed, so that all

men can freely make a decision for Christ.

Jesli nasze zycie nie
odzwierciedla radosci wierzenia, je§li pozwalamy dusi¢ si¢
omamom, nie widzac iz Pan jest obecny i nas pociesza, to tylko
dlatego poniewaz nie poznaliSmy wystarczajaco Jezusa.

Bog zawsze ma inicjatywe. Mowi nam to bezposrednio w
stowach: «Ja was wybratem» (J 15,16). Mamy pokuse mysle-
nia, ze to my wybraliSmy, ale tak naprawde¢ nie zrobiliSmy nic
ponad odpowiedzenie na wezwanie.

Por esto, sus palabras resuenan hoy: «Permaneced en mi
amor» (Jn 15,9). El amor pide reciprocidad, es como un
didlogo que nos hace corresponder con un amor
creciente a su amor primero.

Un fruto del amor es la alegria: «Os he dicho esto, para
que mi gozo esté en vosotros» (Jn 15,11). Si nuestra
vida no refleja la alegria de creer, si nos dejamos ahogar
por las contrariedades sin ver que el Sefior también esta
ahi presente y nos consuela, es porque no hemos cono-
cido suficientemente a Jesus.
