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Today, Jesus praying teaches us how to pray. Let’s
pay great attention to what his attitude teaches us.
Quite often, Jesus Christ feels the need to meet face-
to-face with his Father. In his Gospel, Luke emphasiz-
es this point.

What were they talking about that day? We do not
know. On the other hand, somewhere else, we have
located a fragment of a conversation between his Fa-
ther and Himself. It was when He was baptized in the
Jordan River, and He was in prayer, “And a voice
came from heaven, ‘You are my beloved Son; with
you I am well pleased’” (Lk 3:22). It is an intermis-
sion in a tenderly affectionate dialogue.

When in today's Gospel, one of the disciples, realiz-
ing His meditation, begs him to teach them how to
speak with God, Jesus replies: "When you pray, say:
Father, hallowed be your name...” (Lk 11:2). The
prayer consists of a filial conversation with this Father
that loves us madly. Teresa of Avila defined a prayer
as “nothing else than a close sharing between friends;
it means taking time frequently to be alone with him
who we know loves us.”

Benedict XVI finds «significant for Luke to place the
Lord's Prayer in the context of Jesus' personal prayer.
Thus, he let us share his praying; He takes us inside
the intimate dialogue of Trinitarian love; in other
words, He lifts our human weaknesses up to the very
heart of God».

It is notable that, in our current language, the prayer
Jesus Christ taught us may be encapsulated in these
two single words: ‘Our Father’. The Christian prayer
1s eminently filial.

The Catholic liturgy puts this prayer upon our lips
when we are about to receive the Body and Blood of
Christ. The seven petitions that it entails and their
own sequence give us an idea of the kind of behavior
we have to take on when we receive the Holy Com-
munion.

Why do Christians address Jesus as “Lord”?

“You call me Teacher and Lord; and you are

right, forsolam .”” (Jn 13:13)

The early Christians spoke as a matter of course
about Jesus as “Lord”, knowing that in the OLD
TESTAMENT this title was reserved as a form of
addressing God. Through many signs, Jesus had
shown them that he had divine power over nature,
demons, sin, and death. The divine origin of
Jesus’ mission was revealed in his Resurrection
from the dead. Thomas confessed, “My Lord and
my God!” (Jn 20:28). For us this means that since
Jesus is “the Lord”, a Christian may not bend his

knee to any other power.

Benedykt XVI odnajduje «znaczenie, dla ktorego
Lukasz umieszcza Ojcze nasz w kontekscie osobiste;j
modlitwy Jezusa. On w ten sposob sprawia, ze jest-
esSmy uczestnikami Jego modlitwy, prowadzi nas w
glab dialogu mitosci Trojcy 1 mozna powiedziec, ze
zanosi nasze ludzkie sprawy do serca Boga».

Jest bardzo znaczace, ze w potocznym jezyku
modlitwa, ktorej nas nauczyt Jezus Chrystus
streszcza si¢ w tych dwoch stowach: «Ojcze Naszy.

Hoy, Jests en oracion nos ensefia a orar. Fij¢émonos
bien en lo que su actitud nos ensefia. Jesucristo exper-
imenta en muchas ocasiones la necesidad de encon-
trarse cara a cara con su Padre. Lucas, en su Evan-
gelio, insiste sobre este punto.

(De qué hablaban aquel dia? No lo sabemos. En cam-
bio, en otra ocasion, nos ha llegado un fragmento de
la conversacion entre su Padre y El. En el momento
en que fue bautizado en el Jordan, cuando estaba
orando, «y vino una voz del cielo: ‘Tu eres mi hijo;
mi amado, en quien he puesto mi complacencia’» (Lc
3,22). Es el paréntesis de un didlogo tiernamente afec-
tuoso.

Cuando, en el Evangelio de hoy, uno de los discipu-
los, al observar su recogimiento, le ruega que les
ensefie a hablar con Dios, Jesus responde: «Cuando
oréis, decid: ‘Padre, santificado sea tu nom-

bre...’» (Lc 11,2). La oracidn consiste en una conver-
sacion filial con ese Padre que nos ama con locura.
(No definia Teresa de Avila la oracién como “una
intima relacion de amistad”: «estando muchas veces
tratando a solas con quien sabemos que nos amay?

Benedicto X VI encuentra «significativo que Lucas
sitte el Padrenuestro en el contexto de la oracion per-
sonal del mismo Jesus. De esta forma, El nos hace
participar de su oracidn; nos conduce al interior del
didlogo intimo del amor trinitario; por decirlo asi, le-
vanta nuestras miserias humanas hasta el corazon de
Diosy.

Es significativo que, en el lenguaje corriente, la
oracion que Jesucristo nos ha ensefiado se resuma en
estas dos unicas palabras: «Padre Nuestro». La
oracion cristiana es eminentemente filial.

La liturgia catolica pone esta oracion en nuestros labi-
os en el momento en que nos preparamos para recibir
el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jesucristo. Las siete pet-
iciones que comporta y el orden en el que estan for-
muladas nos dan una idea de la conducta que hemos
de mantener cuando recibamos la Comunion Euca-
ristica.

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

Qué pasa con las personas que tienen tendencias
homosexuales?

La Iglesia cree que el hombre y la mujer, en el orden
de la Creacion, estan hechos con necesidad de com-
plementarse y para la relacion reciproca, para que
puedan dar la vida a sus hijos. Por eso la Iglesia no
puede aprobar las practicas homosexuales. Pero los
cristianos deben respeto y amor a todos los hombres,
con independencia de su orientacion sexual, porque
todos los hombres son respetados y amados por Dios.
No hay ningin hombre sobre la tierra que no proceda
de la uniéon de hombre y mujer. Por ello para algunas
personas con tendencia homosexual es una experi-
encia dolorosa no sentirse atraidos eroticamente hacia
el otro sexo y tener que echar en falta la fecundidad
corporal de su union, como corresponde en realidad a
la naturaleza del hombre y al orden divino de la
Creacioén. Sin embargo, Dios llama con frecuencia a
si por caminos poco comunes: una carencia, una pé-
rdida o una herida -aceptada y consentida- pueden
convertirse en el trampolin para lanzarse a los brazos
de Dios; de ese Dios que todo lo hace bien y a quien
descubrimos atn mas grande en la Redencion que en

la Creacion .
