LTINS

Today we look at some in the crowd who have sought
to approach Jesus Christ, who is speaking while look-
ing out over the fields brimming with grain: “The
harvest is abundant but the laborers are few; so ask
the master of the harvest to send out laborers for his
harvest” (Luke 10:2). Suddenly, he fixes his gaze on
them and points to a few, one by one: you, and you,
and you. As many as seventy-two...

Amazed, they hear him tell them to go, two by two, to
all the towns and places where He will go. Perhaps
someone has responded: But, Lord, I have come only
to hear you, because what you say is so beautiful!

The Lord warns them against the dangers that await
them. “Go on your way; behold, I am sending you
like lambs among wolves.” And using common
imagery in parables, he adds: "Carry no money bag,
no sack, no sandals" (Luke 10:3-4). Interpreting Jesus'
expressive language: —Leave aside human means. |
am sending you and that is enough. Even if you feel
far away, you are still close, I am with you.

Unlike the Twelve, called by the Lord to remain with
Him, the seventy-two will later return to their families
and their work. And they will live there what they had
discovered together with Jesus: bearing witness, each
in their own place, simply helping those around them
to draw closer to Jesus Christ.

The adventure ends well: "The seventy-two returned
rejoicing" (Luke 10:17). Seated around Jesus Christ,
they must have recounted the experiences of those
two days in which they discovered the beauty of
being witnesses.

Considering that distant episode today, we see that it
is not a mere historical memory. We take note: we
can feel close to Christ present in the Church and
adore him in the Eucharist. And Pope Francis encour-
aged us to "bring Jesus Christ to humanity and lead
people to an encounter with Jesus Christ, the way, the
truth and the life, truly present in the Church and con-
temporary in every person."

What does the name “Jesus” mean?

Jesus means in Hebrew “God saves.”

In the Acts of the Apostles Peter says, “There
1s no other name under heaven given among
men by which we must be saved” (Acts 4:12).
This is essentially the message that all mis-

sionaries brought to people.

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

Hoy, nos fijamos en algunos que, entre la multitud,
han procurado acercarse a Jesucristo, que esta hablan-
do mientras contempla los campos rebosantes de
espigas: «LLa mies es mucha, pero los obreros pocos:
rogad, pues, al duefio de la mies que envie obreros a
su mies» (Lc 10,2). De repente, fija su mirada en ellos
y va sefalando a unos cuantos, uno a uno: ti, y tu, y
tu. Hasta setenta y dos...

Asombrados, le oyen decir que vayan, de dos en dos,
a todos los pueblos y lugares adonde El ird. Quiza al-
guno habra respondido: —Pero, Sefior, jsi yo solo he
venido para oirte, porque es tan bello lo que dices!

El Sefior les pone en guardia contra los peligros que
les acecharan. «jPoneos en camino! Mirad que os en-
vio como corderos en medio de lobos». Y utilizando
imagenes de costumbre en las pardbolas, afade: «No
llevéis talega, ni alforja, ni sandalias» (Lc 10,3-4).
Interpretando el lenguaje expresivo de Jesus: —Dejad
de lado medios humanos. Yo os envio y esto basta.
Aun sintiéndoos lejos, seguis cerca, yo os acompatfio.

A diferencia de los Doce, llamados por el Sefior para
que permanezcan junto a El, los setenta y dos regresa-
ran luego a sus familias y a su trabajo. Y viviran alli
lo que habian descubierto junto a Jesus: dar testimo-
nio, cada uno en su sitio, simplemente ayudando a
quienes nos rodean a que se acerquen a Jesucristo.

La aventura acaba bien: «Los setenta y dos volvieron
muy contentos» (Lc 10,17). Sentados en torno a Jesu-
cristo, le debieron contar las experiencias de aquel par
de dias en que descubrieron la belleza de ser testigos.

Al considerar hoy aquel lejano episodio, vemos que
no es puro recuerdo histérico. Nos damos por alu-
didos: podemos sentirnos junto al Cristo presente en
la Iglesia y adorarle en la Eucaristia. Y el Papa Fran-
cisco nos anima a «llevar a Jesucristo al hombre, y
conducirlo al encuentro con Jesucristo, Camino,
Verdad y Vida, realmente presente en la Iglesia y
contemporaneo en cada hombrey.

JQué es el alma?

El alma es lo que hace a cada hombre ser hombre: su
principio vital espiritual, lo més intimo de su ser. El
alma es la causa de que el cuerpo material sea un
cuerpo humano vivo. Por el alma el hombre es el ser
que puede decir "Yo" y existe ante Dios como indi-
viduo inconfundible.

Los hombres son seres corporales y espirituales. El
espiritu del hombre es mas que una funcién del cuer-
po y no se puede explicar a partir de la constitucion
material del hombre. La razén nos dice: Tiene que
existir un principio espiritual que, unido al cuerpo, no
sea, sin embargo, idéntico a éste. Lo llamamos
"alma". Aunque el alma no se puede "probar" de mo-
do cientifico, no se puede comprender al hombre co-
mo ser espiritual sin suponer este principio espiritual

del hombre, que excede a la materia.
