With each donation, we get closer to reaching our
goal amount. As of this week, we are almost at 77%
of our goal. We are most grateful for your support.
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Today, we celebrate the solemnity of the mystery at
the center of our faith, from where everything origi-
nates and to where everything returns: The mystery of
the unity of God, and at the same time, his subsist-
ence in three equal and yet, different Persons. The
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, unity in com-
munion and communion in unity. In this great day, we
must realize that this great mystery is ever present in
our lives: from the very Sacrament of our Baptism —
which we have received in the name of the Holy Trin-
ity— to our participation in the mystery of the Eucha-
rist, which is made for the glory of the Father, by his
Son Jesus Christ, thanks to the Holy Spirit. And it is
also the sign by which we Christians recognize one
another: the sign of the Cross, in the name of the Fa-
ther, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

The mission of the Son, Jesus Christ, consists in the
revelation of his Father, of whom He is the perfect
image, and in the gift of the Spirit, which has also
been revealed by the Son. Today, the proclaimed
evangelic reading shows us: the Son receives every-
thing from the Father in perfect unity: “Everything
that the Father has is mine”; and the Spirit receives all
that the Spirit is from the Father and the Son: “for this
reason | told you that he will take from what is mine
and declare it to you” (Jn 16:15). And in another part
of this same chapter: “When the Advocate comes
whom I will send you from the Father, the Spirit of
truth that proceeds from the Father, he will testify to
me” (Jn 15:26).

From all that, let us learn the great and comforting
truth: the Holy Trinity, far from being distant and
aloof, comes to us, dwells within us, and transforms
us in its interlocutors. And by this, through the Spirit,
we are guided into the whole truth (cf. Jn 16:13). The
incomparable “Christian dignity”, about which St.
Leo the Great at times speaks, is this: to keep God's
mystery within us and, thus, to celebrate here on
Earth our own Heavenly “citizenship” (cf. Phil 3:20)
—our abiding in the Holy Trinity's bosom.

Are we compelled to sin by original sin?

No. Man, though, is deeply wounded by
original sin and is inclined to sin. Neverthe-
less, with God’s help he is capable of doing
good. In no single case are we obliged to sin.
In fact, however, we sin again and again, be-
cause we are weak, ignorant, and easily mis-
led. A sin committed under compulsion, more-
over, would be no sin, because sin always in-

volves a free decision .

A takze w innej perykopie tego samego dys-
kursu (15,26): «Gdy jednak przyjdzie Pocieszyciel,
ktorego Ja wam posle od Ojca, Duch Prawdy, ktory
od Ojca pochodzi, On bedzie $wiadczyt o Mniey.

Nauczmy si¢ z tych stow wielkiej pocieszajace
prawdy: Przenajswigtsza Trojca, daleka od
zdystansowania si¢, od bycia odlegla i niedosci-
gniong, przybywa do nas, mieszka w nas i
przemienia nas w swoich rozméwcow. A dzieje si¢
to dzigki Duchowi, ktory prowadzi nas do catej
prawdy (cf. J 16,13). Owa nieporéwnywalna

REFLEXIONES DEL

EVANGELIO

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

Hoy, celebramos la solemnidad del misterio que esta
en el centro de nuestra fe, del cual todo procede y al
cual todo vuelve. El misterio de la unidad de Dios y, a
la vez, de su subsistencia en tres Personas iguales y
distintas. Padre, Hijo y Espiritu Santo: la unidad en la
comunién y la comunién en la unidad. Conviene que
los cristianos, en este gran dia, seamos conscientes de
que este misterio esta presente en nuestras vidas:
desde el Bautismo —que recibimos en nombre de la
Santisima Trinidad— hasta nuestra participacion en la
Eucaristia, que se hace para gloria del Padre, por su
Hijo Jesucristo, gracias al Espiritu Santo. Y es la se-
fnal por la cual nos reconocemos como cristianos: la
sefial de la Cruz en nombre del Padre, del Hijo y del
Espiritu Santo.

La mision del Hijo, Jesucristo, consiste en la revela-
cion de su Padre, del cual es la imagen perfecta, y en
el don del Espiritu, también revelado por el Hijo. La
lectura evangélica proclamada hoy nos lo muestra: el
Hijo recibe todo del Padre en la perfecta unidad:
«Todo lo que tiene el Padre es mio», y el Espiritu rec-
ibe lo que El es, del Padre y del Hijo. Dice Jesus:
«Por eso he dicho: ‘Recibira de lo mio y os lo anun-
ciara a vosotros’» (Jn 16,15). Y en otro pasaje de este
mismo discurso (15,26): «Cuando venga el Paraclito,
que yo os enviaré¢ de junto al Padre, el Espiritu de la
verdad, que procede del Padre, El dara testimonio de
mi».

Aprendamos de esto la gran y consoladora verdad: la
Trinidad Santisima, lejos de ponerse aparte, distante e
inaccesible, viene a nosotros, habita en nosotros y nos
transforma en interlocutores suyos. Y esto por medio
del Espiritu, quien asi nos guia hasta la verdad com-
pleta (cf. Jn 16,13). La incomparable “dignidad del
cristiano”, de la cual habla varias veces san Leon el
Grande, es ésta: poseer en si el misterio de Dios y,
entonces, tener ya, desde esta tierra, la propia
“ciudadania” en el cielo (cf. Flp 3,20), es decir, en el
seno de la Trinidad Santisima.

JPara qué ha creado Dios al hombre?

Dios ha hecho todo para el hombre. Pero al
hombre, la "unica criatura querida por Dios por si
misma" (GS 24), lo ha creado para que sea eter-
namente feliz. Y esto lo alcanza conociendo a
Dios, améndole, sirviéndole y viviendo con
agradecimiento a su Creador.

El agradecimiento es amor reconocido. Quien es
agradecido se dirige libremente al autor del bien
y entra en una relacion nueva y mas profunda
con é€l.

Dios quiere que conozcamos su amor y que Vi-
vamos ya desde ahora toda nuestra vida en rela-

cion con €l. Esta relacion dura eternamente.
