Today, Jesus brings us face to face with what is fun-
damental to our Christian life, our life of relationship
with God: becoming rich before Him. That is, filling
our hands and our hearts with all kinds of supernatu-
ral, spiritual, and grace-filled goods, not material
things.

Therefore, in light of today's Gospel, we can ask our-
selves: what do we fill our hearts with? The man in
the parable was clear: "Rest, eat, drink, be mer-

ry!" (Luke 12:19). But this is not what God expects of
a good child of His. The Lord has not placed our hap-
piness on inheritances, good meals, the latest model
cars, vacations to the most exotic places, country es-
tates, the sofa, beer, or money. All these things may
be good, but in themselves they cannot satisty our
soul's longing for fulfillment, and therefore, they must
be used well, as the means that they are.

This is the experience of Saint Ignatius of Loyola,
whose feast day is so recent. He acknowledged this in
his own autobiography: “When he thought about the
things of the world, it would produce great pleasure at
the moment; but once bored and tired of it, he would
return to reality and feel sadness and aridity of spirit.
On the contrary, when he thought of the possibility of
imitating the austerities of the saints, he experienced
lasting and intense happiness and joy." Each of us can
have the same experience.

Material, earthly things are transient and pass away;
on the contrary, spiritual things are eternal, immortal,
everlasting, and are the only ones that can fill our
hearts and give full meaning to our human and Chris-
tian lives.

Jesus says it very clearly: "You fool" (Luke 12:20),
thus describing those who only have material, earthly,
selfish goals. May we at any moment of our existence
be able to present ourselves before God with our
hands and hearts full of effort to seek the Lord and
that which pleases Him, which is the only thing that
will lead us to Heaven.

Why did God become man in Jesus?
“For us men and for our salvation he came down
from heaven” (Nicene —C REED ). In Jesus
Christ, God reconciled the world to himself and
redeemed mankind from the imprisonment of sin.
“God so loved the world that he gave his only-
begotten “Son” (Jn 3:16). In Jesus, God took

on our mortal human flesh (-INCARNATION ),
shared our earthly lot, our sufferings, and our death,

and became one like us in all things but sin.

Hoy, Jests en oracion nos ensefia a orar. Fij¢émonos
bien en lo que su actitud nos ensefia. Jesucristo exper-
imenta en muchas ocasiones la necesidad de encon-
trarse cara a cara con su Padre. Lucas, en su Evan-
gelio, insiste sobre este punto.

(De qué hablaban aquel dia? No lo sabemos. En cam-
bio, en otra ocasion, nos ha llegado un fragmento de
la conversacion entre su Padre y El. En el momento
en que fue bautizado en el Jordan, cuando estaba
orando, «y vino una voz del cielo: ‘Tu eres mi hijo;
mi amado, en quien he puesto mi complacencia’» (Lc
3,22). Es el paréntesis de un didlogo tiernamente afec-
tuoso.

Cuando, en el Evangelio de hoy, uno de los discipu-
los, al observar su recogimiento, le ruega que les
ensefie a hablar con Dios, Jesus responde: «Cuando
oréis, decid: ‘Padre, santificado sea tu nom-

bre...’» (Lc 11,2). La oracidn consiste en una conver-
sacion filial con ese Padre que nos ama con locura
:No definia Teresa de Avila la oracion como “una
intima relacion de amistad”: «estando muchas veces
tratando a solas con quien sabemos que nos amay?

Benedicto X VI encuentra «significativo que Lucas
sitte el Padrenuestro en el contexto de la oracion per-
sonal del mismo Jests. De esta forma, El nos hace
participar de su oracidn; nos conduce al interior del
didlogo intimo del amor trinitario; por decirlo asi, le-
vanta nuestras miserias humanas hasta el corazon de
Diosy.

Es significativo que, en el lenguaje corriente, la
oracion que Jesucristo nos ha ensefiado se resuma en
estas dos unicas palabras: «Padre Nuestro». La
oracion cristiana es eminentemente filial.

La liturgia catolica pone esta oracion en nuestros labi-
os en el momento en que nos preparamos para recibir
el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Jesucristo. Las siete pet-
iciones que comporta y el orden en el que estan for-
muladas nos dan una idea de la conducta que hemos
de mantener cuando recibamos la Comunion Euca-
ristica.

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

¢ Estaba en el plan de Dios que los hombres su-
frieran y murieran?

Dios no quiere que los hombres sufran y mueran.
La idea original de Dios para el hombre era el pa-
raiso: la vida para siempre y la paz entre Dios, el
hombre y su entorno, entre el hombre y la mujer.
A veces sentimos coOmo deberia ser la vida, como
deberiamos ser nosotros, pero de hecho vivimos
en la discordia con nosotros mismos, estamos de-
terminados por el miedo y por pasiones incon-
troladas y hemos perdido la armonia original con
el mundo y en ultimo término con Dios. En la Sa-
grada Escritura se expresa la experiencia de esta
alienacion en el relato del "pecado original".
Adan y Eva tuvieron que abandonar el paraiso, en
el que vivian en armonia consigo mismos y con
Dios, porque se introdujo el pecado. La fatiga del
trabajo, el sufrimiento, la mortalidad y la
tentacion ante el pecado son sefales de la pérdida
del paraiso.
