                  CATECHISM OF THE  

                  CATHOLIC CHURCH 

 
   Why can we grasp Jesus only as a “mystery”?  

Jesus extends into God; therefore we cannot under-
stand him if we exclude the invisible  divine reality. 
[525-530, 536] The visible side of Jesus points to the 
invisible. We see in the life of Jesus numerous reali-
ties that are powerfully present but that we can under-
stand only as a → MYSTERY.  

Examples of such mysteries are the divine Sonship, 
the Incarnation, the Passion, and the Resurrection of 
Christ.  

Did Jesus have a soul, a mind, and a body just as we 
do?  

Yes. Jesus “worked with human hands, he thought 
with a human mind. He acted with a human will, and 
with a human heart he loved” (Second Vatican Coun-
cil, GS 22, 2). [470-476] The humanity of Jesus is 
complete and includes also the fact that Jesus pos-
sessed a soul and developed psychologically and spir-
itually. In this soul dwelled his human identity and his 
special self-consciousness. Jesus knew about his unity 
with his heavenly Father in the Holy Spirit, by whom 
he allowed himself to be guided in every situation of 
his life.  

Today—from Jesus' very lips— we can hear the 
frightening avowal: "I have come to set the earth on 
fire” (Luke12:49); “Do you think that I have come to 
establish peace on the earth? No, I tell you” (Luke 
12:51). Being faithful to God entails division. For 
truth is opposed to lies and deception; the spirit of 
charity is the opposite of a selfish spirit; justice is the 
opposite of injustice... 
 
In the world —and inside us— there is a mixture of 
good and bad; and we must take sides, must make a 
choice, while being conscious that faithfulness is 
“uncomfortable”. It seems far easier to be flexible, 
but it is certainly far less evangelical. 
 
We would like to have “the Gospels” and “a Jesus” 
tailored to measure and going by our individual taste 
and passions. But we must convince ourselves that 
Christian life is not just a simple “routine”, a matter 
of “just keep going”, without a constant desire for 
improvement and perfection. Benedict XVI affirms 
that “Jesus Christ is not just a private conviction or 
an abstract idea, but a real person, whose becoming 
part of human history is capable of renewing the life 
of every man and woman.” 
 
The supreme model is Jesus (we must “stare at Him 
fixedly”, especially when in trouble or if persecuted). 
He voluntarily accepted the ordeal of the Cross in 
order to restore our freedom and recover our happi-
ness: “In his crucified flesh, God's freedom and our 
human freedom met definitively in an inviolable, 
eternally valid pact” (Benedict XVI). If we have    
Jesus on our minds we shall never lose heart. His   
sacrifice represents the opposite to the spiritual lack 
of enthusiasm, which so often engulfs us. 
 
Loyalty requires courage and ascetical fight. Sin and 
evil are constantly tempting us, and this is why a cou-
rageous fight and effort along with our participation 
in the Passion of Jesus Christ are a peremptory re-
quirement. Hating sin is not easy. The kingdom of 
Heaven demands effort, fight and violence upon us, 
and the violent take it by force (cf. Mt 11:12).

ROZWAŻANIE NA NIEDZIELĘ 

 

Intencja modlitewna papieza Leona  
Sierpien 

Módlmy się, aby społeczeństwa, w 
których współistnienie wydaje się bar-
dziej trudne, nie uległy pokusie kon-
frontacji z powodów etnicznych, poli-
tycznych, religijnych lub ideolog-
icznych.  

Dzisiaj z ust Jezusa słyszymy przerażające 
stwierdzenia: «Przyszedłem rzucić ogień na 
ziemię» (Łk 12,49); «czy myślicie, że przyszedłem 
dać ziemi pokój? Nie, powiadam wam, lecz 
rozłam» (Łk 12,51). I oto prawda oddziela się od 
kłamstwa, współczucie od egoizmu, sprawiedliwość 
wobec niesprawiedliwości… 
 
W całym świecie, ale także w naszym wnętrzu 
miesza się dobro ze złem; ale powinniśmy za czymś 
się opowiedzieć, wybrać, zdając sobie sprawę, że 
wierność ta jest “niewygodna”. Łatwiejsze wydaje 
się dostosowanie, lecz jednak jest mniej ewan-
geliczne. 
 
Mamy pokusę urządzania “ewangelii” i “Jezusa” na 
swoją modłę, tak jak nam się podoba, według 
naszych gustów i upodobań. A jednak powinniśmy 
pamiętać, że chrześcijańskie życie nie może być 
rutyną, zwyczajnym “jakoś tam będzie” pozbawio-
nym ciągłego pragnienia doskonalenia się. Benedykt 
XVI powiedział, że «Jezus Chrystus nie jest pry-
watnym przekonaniem lub abstrakcyjną doktryną, 
jest realną osobą, której wejście w historię jest w 
stanie przemienić życie każdego człowieka». 
 
Jezus jest wzorem (powinniśmy mieć “oczy 
zwrócone na Niego”, szczególnie w trudnościach i 
prześladowaniach). On dobrowolnie przyjął Krzyż, 
aby naprawić naszą wolność i przywróćić nam 
szczęście: «Wolność Boga i wolność człowieka 
ostatecznie spotkały się w jego ukrzyżowanym cie-
le» (Benedykt XVI). Jeśli będziemy twać przy 
Jezusie, nic nas nie pokona. Jego poświęcenie oz-
nacza dokładne przeciwstawienie się duchowej let-
niości, w której tak często się pogrążamy. 
 
Wierność wymaga odwagi i ascetycznej walki. 
Grzech i zło ciągle nas zwodzą: dlatego jest walka i 
męstwo w trudzie uczestniczenia w Męce Chrystusa. 
Nienawiść do grzechu nie jest pacyfistyczna. Kró-
lestwo niebieskie wymaga trudu, walki i pokon-
ywania samych siebie, doznaje gwałtu i ludzie 
gwałtowni zdobywają je (cf. Mt 11,12).  

 Dlaczego chrześcijanie zwracają się do Jezusa: 
„Panie"? 

„Wy nazywacie Mnie Nauczycielem i Panem - i słusz-

nie mówicie, bo Nim jestem" (J 13, 13).  

Pierwsi chrześcijanie z pełnym przekonaniem 

mówili o Jezusie jako o „Panu", wiedząc, że to 

określenie w -» STARYM TESTAMENCIE było 

zarezerwowane tylko dla Boga. Wieloma znakami 

Jezus pokazałim, że ma władzę nad naturą, 

demonami, grzechem i śmiercią. Boska przyczyna 

posłania Jezusa objawiła się w powsta niu z mart-

wych. Tomasz wyznaje: „Pan mój i Bóg mój" (J 

20, 28). Dla nas oznacza to: skoro Jezus jest 

„Panem", chrześcijanin nie powinien zginać kolan 

przed żadną inną siłą.

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA 

Hoy -de labios de Jesús- escuchamos afirmaciones 
estremecedoras: «He venido a encender fuego en el 
mundo» (Lc 12,49); «¿creéis que he venido a traer 
paz a la tierra? Pues os digo que no, sino di-
visión» (Lc 12,51). Y es que la verdad divide frente a 
la mentira; la caridad ante el egoísmo, la justicia 
frente a la injusticia… 
 
En el mundo -y en nuestro interior- hay mezcla de 
bien y de mal; y hemos de tomar partido, optar, sien-
do conscientes de que la fidelidad es "incómoda". 
Parece más fácil contemporizar, pero a la vez es 
menos evangélico. 
 
Nos tienta hacer un "evangelio" y un "Jesús" a nuestra 
medida, según nuestros gustos y pasiones. Hemos de 
convencernos de que la vida cristiana no puede ser 
una pura rutina, un "ir tirando", sin un constante afán 
de mejorar y de perfección. Benedicto XVI ha afirma-
do que «Jesucristo no es una simple convicción priva-
da o una doctrina abstracta, es una persona real cuya 
entrada en la historia es capaz de renovar la vida de 
todos». 
 
El modelo supremo es Jesús (hemos de "tener la mira-
da puesta en Él", especialmente en las dificultades y 
persecuciones). Él aceptó voluntariamente el suplicio 
de la Cruz para reparar nuestra libertad y recuperar 
nuestra felicidad: «La libertad de Dios y la libertad 
del hombre se han encontrado definitivamente en su 
carne crucificada» (Benedicto XVI). Si tenemos 
presente a Jesús, no nos dejaremos abatir. Su sacrifi-
cio representa lo contrario de la tibieza espiritual en la 
que frecuentemente nos instalamos nosotros. 
 
La fidelidad exige valentía y lucha ascética. El pecado 
y el mal constantemente nos tientan: por eso se im-
pone la lucha, el esfuerzo valiente, la participación en 
la Pasión de Cristo. El odio al pecado no es cosa pací-
fica. El reino del cielo exige esfuerzo, lucha y violen-
cia con nosotros mismos, y quienes hacen este esfuer-
zo son quienes lo conquistan (cf. Mt 11,12)

¿Pecado original? ¿Y qué tenemos que ver nosotros 
con el pecado original de Adán y Eva? 

El pecado en sentido propio es una culpa de la que 
hay que responder personalmente. El término 
"pecado original" no se refiere por tanto a un pecado 
personal, sino al estado caído de la humanidad en el 
que nace cada individuo antes de pecar por decisión 
propia. [388-389,402-404] 
Por pecado original, dice Benedicto XVI, tenemos 
que entender que "todos llevamos dentro de nosotros 
una gota del veneno de ese modo de pensar reflejado 
en las imágenes del libro del GÉNESIS. Esta gota de 
veneno la llamamos pecado original. [ ... ] El hombre 
no se fía de Dios. Tentado por las palabras de la ser-
piente, abriga la sospecha de que Dios [ ... ] es un 
competidor que limita nuestra libertad, y que sólo 
seremos plenamente seres humanos cuando lo de-
jemos de lado; es decir, que sólo de este modo po-
demos realizar plenamente nuestra libertad. [ ... ] El 
hombre no quiere recibir de Dios su existencia y la 
plenitud de su vida. [ ... ] Al hacer esto, se fía de la 
mentira más que de la verdad, y así se hunde con su 
vida en el vacío, en la muerte" (Benedicto XVI, 
8.12.2005).
