Saints~Models of Faith
Some of the saints commemorated this week:
Saint Michael, Archangel- Saint Michael was con-
sidered the leader of all the angels and is referred to
as the “Prince of the Heavenly Host.” We think of
him as a warrior angel who fought with Satan. In the
prayer to St. Michael, we ask him to be our protector
against the “wickedness and snares of the devil.” He
reminds us of the need to be aware of evil and to rely
on God and His goodness to overcome its presence in
the world. We can also think of Saint Michael when
we are faced with the need to fight off temptations
that are harmful to our soul.

Saint Therese of the Child Jesus-Saint Therese is
commonly referred to as the ‘Little Flower.” A small,
frail girl, she was aware of her limitations. Instead of
focusing on the large things that she could not do for
God, she lived her life doing little things, making
small sacrifices, and quietly performing little acts of
kindness. She considered doing the most mundane
and menial chores to be a way of showing her love for
God. The life of Saint Therese can inspire us to
imitate her humility.

\ Gospel reflection: The sin of the rich
&FA|THFU| man in today’s parable was not that he
i was rich, but that he failed to share his

wealth with the beggar at the gate. He knew Lazarus,
walked by him every time he came in or out, but did
nothing to relieve his suffering. Is there a Lazarus in
my life? Let us pray that we will never be fearful to
act upon the Lord’s call to care for the needs of the
POOF.

Today, Jesus confronts us with the direct consequence
of the social iniquity of the growing inequality be-
tween rich and poor. As if belonging to one of these
awful scenes we are used to watching on TV, the Laz-
arus' story hits us, and achieves the sensationalist ef-
fect which prompts our emotions: “Dogs even used to
come and lick his sores” (Lk 16:21). The difference is
obvious: the rich man was dressing in purple and fine
linen clothes, while the sores covering the poor man
were his only dress.

But the situation is balanced when both die. And, it is
now when the difference is reversed: one takes his
place with Abraham; while the other, is simply inhum-
ed. If we had never heard this story before and we
would like to apply the values of our present society,
we might reason that the one who reached into Heaven
was the rich man and the poor one was logically bur-
ied in the sepulcher.

Abraham, the Father of the Faith, pronounces the sen-
tence pointing out the final outcome: “'My child, re-
member that you received what was good during your
lifetime while Lazarus likewise received what was
bad; but now he is comforted here, whereas you are
tormented” (Lk 16:25). God's justice changes the situ-
ation altogether. God does not allow the poor man to
remain forever in anguish, hunger and misery.

This message has moved millions of rich men’s hearts
and has converted large crowds through history; but,
what kind of message will be needed in our over-
developed, hyper-communicated, globalized world to
make us realize all the social injustices which we are
directly responsible for, or, if nothing else, which we
tolerate as accomplices? Whoever heard Jesus' mes-
sage desired to rest by Abraham's side, but how many,
amongst us here, will have enough by being buried
when dead, without wanting to receive the consolation
of our Father in Heaven? The true wealth is getting to
see God, and what we need, as St. Augustine asserted,
is: “Walk with the man and you will reach God.” Let
the Lazarus of everyday help us find God.

Was Mary only an instrument of God?

Mary was more than a merely passive instrument
of God. The Incarnation of God took place
through her active consent as well. [493-494, 508-
511] When the angel told her that she would bear
“the Son of God”, Mary replied, “Let it be to me
according to your word” (Lk 1:38). The redemp-
tion of mankind by Jesus Christ thus begins with a
request by God and the free consent of a human
being—and a pregnancy before Mary was married
to Joseph. By such an unusual path Mary became

for us the “Gate of Salvation”.

EVANGELIO

Hoy, Jests nos encara con la injusticia social que
nace de las desigualdades entre ricos y pobres. Como
si se tratara de una de las imagenes angustiosas que
estamos acostumbrados a ver en la television, el relato
de Lazaro nos conmueve, consigue el efecto sen-
sacionalista para mover los sentimientos: «Hasta los
perros venian y le lamian las llagas» (Lc 16,21). La
diferencia esta clara: el rico llevaba vestidos de parpu-
ra; el pobre tenia por vestido las llagas.

La situacion de igualdad llega enseguida: murieron los
dos. Pero, a la vez, la diferencia se acentta: uno llego
al lado de Abraham; al otro, tan s6lo lo sepultaron. Si
no hubiésemos escuchado nunca esta historia y si
aplicasemos los valores de nuestra sociedad, po-
driamos concluir que quien se gan6 el premio debid
ser el rico, y el abandonado en el sepulcro, el pobre.
Esté claro, 16gicamente.

La sentencia nos llega en boca de Abraham, el padre
en la fe, y nos aclara el desenlace: «Hijo, recuerda que
recibiste tus bienes durante tu vida y Lazaro, al con-
trario, sus males» (Lc 16,25). La justicia de Dios re-
convierte la situacion. Dios no permite que el pobre
permanezca por siempre en el sufrimiento, el hambre
y la miseria.

Este relato ha movido a millones de corazones de ri-
cos a lo largo de la historia y ha llevado a la con-
version a multitudes, pero, ;qué mensaje hara falta en
nuestro mundo desarrollado, hiper-comunicado, glob-
alizado, para hacernos tomar conciencia de las injusti-
cias sociales de las que somos autores o, por lo menos,
complices? Todos los que escuchaban el mensaje de
Jesus tenian como deseo descansar en el seno de
Abraham, pero, ;cudnta gente en nuestro mundo ya
tendrd suficiente con ser sepultados cuando hayan
muerto, sin querer recibir el consuelo del Padre del
cielo? La auténtica riqueza es llegar a ver a Dios, y lo
que hace falta es lo que afirmaba san Agustin:
«Camina por el hombre y llegaras a Dios». Que los
Lazaros de cada dia nos ayuden a encontrar a Dios.
