Today, we can see once again how our attitude of faith
can move the heart of Jesus. Think of the lepers in the
Gospel—despite the social rejection they suffered,
with a good measure of boldness, they drew near to
Jesus and, we might even say, “compelled” Him with
their trusting plea: "Jesus, Master! Have pity on

us!" (Lk 17:13).

The response was immediate and powerful: “Go show
yourselves to the priests” (Lk 17:14). And the Lord,
showing His authority, worked a miracle: “as they
were going, they were cleansed” (Lk 17:14).

This teaches us that the measure of Christ’s miracles
is, in fact, the measure of our faith and trust in God.
What else can we—frail creatures—do before God but
trust Him? But it must be an active faith, one that
moves us to obey His commands. A minimum of com-
mon sense will suffice to understand that: “Nothing is
too difficult to believe about the One for whom noth-
ing is too difficult to do.” (Saint J. H. Newman) If we
do not see more miracles, it is because we “compel”
the Lord so little with our lack of confidence and obe-
dience to His will. As St. John Chrysostom said, “little
faith can achieve a lot.”

And as the crowning fruit of faith, there comes joy
overflowing into thanksgiving. Indeed, “one of them,
realizing he had been healed, returned, glorifying God
in a loud voice; and he fell at the feet of Jesus and
thanked him” (Lk 17:15-16).

But how sad! Out of ten who received this great mira-
cle, only one came back. How ungrateful we can be
when we so easily forget that everything comes from
God and that everything belongs to Him. Let us re-
solve, then, to “compel” Him with our trusting faith
and to show ourselves always grateful before His mer-
ciful love.

Why did Jesus wait thirty years to begin his pub-
lic life?

Jesus wanted to share a normal life with us and
thus sanctify our everyday routine. Jesus was a
child who received love and affection from his
parents and was brought up by them. Thus he in-
creased “in wisdom and in stature, and in favor
with God and man” (Lk 2:52); he belonged to a
Jewish village community and took part in its reli-
gious rituals; he learned a trade and had to prove
his ability as a craftsman. The fact that God in
Jesus willed to be born into a human family and
to grow up in it has made the family a place

where God is present and a prototype of a helping

community.

Wystarczy minimalny rozsadek, aby zro-
zumie¢, ze «nic nie jest zbyt trudne do uwierzenia,
jesli dotyczy Tego, dla ktorego nic nie jest trudne do
zrobienia» (Swiety J. H. Newman). Jesli wiec nie
widzimy cudow, to dlatego, ze zbyt mato
“zobowigzujemy” Pana naszym matym zaufaniem i
poddawaniem si¢ Jego woli. Swiety Jan Chryzostom
powiedzial, «<niewiele wiary moze wiele».

A jako ukoronowanie zaufania Panu przychodzi
niezmierzona rado$¢ 1 wdzigcznos¢: 1 rzeczywiscie,
«jeden z nich widzac, ze jest uzdrowiony, wrocit
chwalac Boga dono$nym glosem, upadt na twarz do
ndg Jego i dzigkowal Mu» (Lk 17,15-16).

Lecz..., jaka szkoda! Sposréd dziesieciu cudownie
uzdrowionych powrocit tylko jeden. Jak jestesmy
niewdzieczni, kiedy z taka tatwoscig zapominamy, ze
wszystko otrzymujemy od Boga 1 wszystko Mu
zawdzieczamy! Uczynmy pretekst zobowigzania
okazujac Bogu nasze zaufanie i wdzigcznos¢.

REFLEXIONES DEL

EVANGELIO

Hoy, podemos comprobar, juna vez mas!, como
nuestra actitud de fe puede remover el corazon de
Jesucristo. El hecho es que unos leprosos, venciendo
la reprobacion social que sufrian los que tenian la
lepra y con una buena dosis de audacia, se acercan a
Jestis y —podriamos decir entre comillas— le obli-
gan con su confiada peticion: «jJesus, Maestro, ten
compasion de nosotros!» (Lc 17,13).

La respuesta es inmediata y fulminante: «Id y
presentaos a los sacerdotes» (Lc 17,14). El, que es
el Sefior, muestra su poder, ya que «mientras iban,
quedaron limpios» (Lc 17,14).

Esto nos muestra que la medida de los milagros de
Cristo es, justamente, la medida de nuestra fe y con-
fianza en Dios. (Qu¢ hemos de hacer nosotros —
pobres criaturas— ante Dios, sino confiar en E1?
Pero con una fe operativa, que nos mueve a
obedecer las indicaciones de Dios. Basta un minimo
de sentido comun para entender que «nada es
demasiado dificil de creer tocando a Aquel para
quien nada es demasiado dificil de hacer» (San J. H.
Newman). Si no vemos mas milagros es porque
“obligamos” poco al Sefior con nuestra falta de con-
fianza y de obediencia a su voluntad. Como dijo san
Juan Criséstomo, «un poco de fe puede mucho».

Y, como coronacion de la confianza en Dios, llega
el desbordamiento de la alegria y del agradecimien-
to: en efecto, «uno de ellos, viéndose curado, se vol-
vi6 glorificando a Dios en alta voz; y postrandose
rostro en tierra a los pies de Jesus, le daba gra-

cias» (Lc 17,15-16).

Pero..., jqué lastima! De diez beneficiarios de aquel
gran milagro, solo regresd uno. jQué ingratos somos
cuando olvidamos con tanta facilidad que todo nos
viene de Dios y que a ¢l todo lo debemos! Hagamos
el proposito de obligarle mostrandonos confiados en
Dios y agradecidos a EL
