SUN DAY

b TION

Today, Jesus reminds us about the necessity “to pray
always without becoming weary” (Lk 18:1). He
teaches with His deeds and with His words. St. Luke
appears before us as the evangelist of Jesus' prayers.
Quite so! In some of the scenes, where the authors
inspired in the Holy Scriptures depict Jesus' life, only
Luke presents Him in the act of praying.

The Lord is a model of the petition prayer during
Jesus' Baptism in the river Jordan, when choosing the
Twelve and at the Transfiguration. When a disciple
asks Him “Lord, teach us to pray” (Lk 11:1), from
His lips comes out the Lord's Prayer. When He an-
nounces His negations to Peter: “I have prayed that
your own faith may not fail” (Lk 22:32). At the cruci-
fixion: “Then Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them, they
know not what they do’”” (Lk 23:34). When He dies in
the Cross: “Father, into your hands I commend my
spirit” (Lk 23:46). After the description of all evange-
lists, the same Lord is a model of the petition prayer,
especially at the Gethsemane garden.

—I could point out how I will raise my heart towards
God during different activities, because intellectual
work and manual labor are not the same; being in
church or in a sports field or at home; driving in a city
or on a turnpike; there is a difference between petition
and gratitude prayers: between adoration and pleading
forgiveness; early in the morning, late, after a whole
day’s work. St. Josemaria Escriva gives us a recipe
for the petition prayer: “More is achieved by whoever
goes up closer to plead... That is why you must get
close to God and be intent on becoming a saint.”

The Virgin Mary is a model of prayer, also of petition
prayer. At Cana of Galilee she was able to advance
Jesus' timing, the time of the miracles, with her peti-
tion, full of love for those newly weds and full of trust
in her Son.

Why did Jesus allow John to baptize him, although

he was without sin?

To baptize means to immerse. In his baptism, Jesus
descended into the sinful history of all mankind. By
doing so he established a sign. In order to redeem us
from our sins, he would one day be submerged in
death but, through his Father’s power, reawakened to
life. Sinners—soldiers, prostitutes, tax collectors—
went out to the prophet John the Baptist because they
were looking for the “baptism of repentance for the
forgiveness of sins” (Lk 3:3). Strictly speaking, Jesus
did not need this baptism, because he was sinless. The
fact that he submitted to this baptism shows us two
things: Jesus takes our sins upon himself. Jesus under-
stands his baptism as an anticipation of his Passion
and Resurrection. At this sign of his willingness to die
for us, the heavens open: “You are my beloved

Son” (Lk 3:22b)

Leona XIV we Pazdziernik:

Dzisiaj, Jezus przypomina nam o tym, ze trze-
ba «modli¢ si¢ 1 nie ustawacé» (Lk 18,1).
Naucza czynami i stowami. Swiety Lukasz
jawi si¢ nam jako glosiciel modlitwy Jezusa.
RzeczywisScie w scenach z zycia Jezusa, o
ktorych opowiadajg nam natchnieni autorzy
Pisma Swictego, tylko Swiety Lukasz pokazu-
je nam Jezusa podczas modlitwy.

Jezus podczas Chrztu nad Jordanem, kiedy
powotuje Dwunastu i podczas Przemienienia.
Kiedy jeden z uczniéw poprosit «Panie, naucz
nas modli¢ sie» (Lk 11,1), z Jego ust
poptyneto Ojcze Nasz. Kiedy zapowiada za-
parcie si¢ Piotra mowi: «Ja prositem za toba,
zeby nie ustata twoje wiara» (Lk 22,32). Pod-
czas ukrzyzowania: «QOjcze, przebacz im, bo
nie wiedza, co czynig» (Lk 23,34). Kiedy
umiera na Krzyzu: «Panie, w rgce Twoje
powierzam ducha mojego», z Psalmu 31. Sam
Pan Jezus jest przyktadem modlitwy prosby,
szczegolnie w ogrodzie Getsemani, co zgod-
nie opisujg wszyscy ewangelisci.

Mozna podawaé przyktady na to, jak wznosi¢
serce do Boga w roznych codziennych dziata-
niach. Nie jest tym samym praca intelektualna
co fizyczna, by¢ w kosciele czy na boisku
sportowym lub w domu, prowadzi¢ auto w
miescie czy na autostradzie. Nie tym samym
jest takze modlitwa prosby i dziekczynienia,
adoracji 1 przeblagania, z samego rana i po
calym meczacym dniu. Swiety Josemaria
Escrivéa podaje taki przepis na modlitwe
prosby: «Wiecej uzyskuje ten, kto naprzykrza
si¢ z bliska... Dlatego zbliz si¢ do Boga: daz
usilnie do tego, by by¢ Swigtym».

Wzorem modlitwy jest Maryja. W Kanie Gali-
lejskiej swoja prosba byta w stanie
przyspieszy¢ godzing Jezusa i czas Jego
cudow. Uczynita to petna mitosci do
nowozencow i ufnosci w swojego Syna.




EVANGELITO |

Hoy, Jesus nos recuerda que «es preciso orar siempre
sin desfallecer» (Lc 18,1). Ensefia con sus obras y con

las palabras. San Lucas se nos presenta como el evan-
gelista de la oracion de Jesus. Efectivamente, en al-
gunas de las escenas de la vida del Sefor, que los au-
tores inspirados de la Escritura Santa nos transmiten,
es unicamente Lucas quien nos lo muestra rezando.
En el Bautismo en el Jordan, en la eleccion de los
Doce y en la Transfiguracion. Cuando un discipulo le
pidid «Sefior, enséfianos a orar» (Lc 11,1), de sus labi-
os salio el Padrenuestro. Cuando anuncia las nega-
ciones a Pedro: «Yo he rogado por ti, para que tu fe no
desfallezca» (Lc 22,32). En la crucifixion: «Padre,
perdonales, porque no saben lo que hacen» (Lc 23,34).
Cuando muere en la Cruz: «Padre, en tus manos pon-
go mi espiritu», del Salmo 31. El Sefior mismo es
modelo de la oracion de peticion, especialmente en
Getsemani, segun la descripcion de todos los evange-
listas.

—Puedo ir concretando como elevaré el corazén a Di-
os en las distintas actividades, porque no es lo mismo
hacer un trabajo intelectual que manual; estar en la
iglesia que en el campo de deportes o en casa; con-
ducir por la ciudad que por la autopista; no es lo mis-
mo la oracion de peticion que el agradecimiento; o la
adoracion que pedir perdon; de buena mafiana que cu-
ando llevamos todo el cansancio del dia. San Jose-
maria Escriva nos da una receta para la oracion de pet-
icion: «Mas consigue aquel que importuna mas de cer-
ca... Por tanto, acércate a Dios: esfuérzate por ser san-
to».

Santa Maria es modelo de oracidn, también de pet-
icion. En Cana de Galilea es capaz de avanzar la hora
de Jesus, la hora de los milagros, con su peticion, llena
de amor por aquellos esposos y llena de confianza en
su Hijo.

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

JQué significa que Jesucristo es a la vez verdadero
Dios y verdadero hombre?

En Jesus Dios se ha hecho realmente uno de nosotros
con ello nuestro hermano; pero no por ello dejé de ser
a la vez Dios y por tanto nuestro Senor. El concilio de
Calcedonia, del afio 451, declaré que la divinidad y la
humanidad estan unidas entre si en la inica persona
de Jesucristo "sin confusion ni division". La Iglesia se
ha esforzado durante largo tiempo para poder expre-
sar la relacion entre divinidad y humanidad en Jesus.
La divinidad y la humanidad no estan enfrentadas, de
modo que Jesus solo fuera parcialmente Dios y parci-
almente hombre. Como no es cierto que la naturaleza
divina y la naturaleza humana se mezclen en Jesus.
En Jests Dios no ha tomado sélo en apariencia un
cuerpo humano (docetismo), sino que se hizo real-
mente hombre. Tampoco se trata en la humanidad y
en la divinidad de dos personas diferentes
(nestorianismo). Finalmente, tampoco es cierto que
en Jesucristo la naturaleza humana desaparezca al ser
asumida en la naturaleza divina (monofisismo). Con-
tra todas estas herejias la Iglesia ha mantenido firme
la fe en que Jesucristo es, en una persona, a la vez
verdadero Dios y verdadero hombre. La conocida for-
mula "sin separacion y sin confusion" (Concilio de
Calcedonia) no pretende explicar lo que es inalcan-
zable a la inteligencia humana, sino que, por asi decir,
fija los pilares de la fe. Designa la "direccion" en la
que se puede buscar el misterio de la persona de
Jesus.
