SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, the prophet Isaiah encourages us: “Arise!
Shine, for your light has come, the glory of the
LORD has dawned upon you." (Is 60:1). The light the
prophet has seen is the star, which the Three Wise
Men see in the East, like many other men. The Magi
discover its meaning. Others consider it as something
admirable, but that does not affect them. And, so,
they do not react. The Three Wise Men realize the
fact that, with the star, God is sending them an im-
portant message for which it is worthwhile leaving
comfort and safety to take on the risks of an uncertain
journey: the hope of finding the King leads them to
follow the star, which the prophets had spoken of and
which the people of Israel had been waiting for centu-
ries.

They arrive in Jerusalem, the capital city of the Jews.
They are sure that there they will be shown where the
King has been born. Indeed, they will be told: “In
Bethlehem of Judea, for thus it has been written
through the prophet” (Mt 2:5). The news of the arri-
val of the Magi and their inquiry spreads around Jeru-
salem in a very short time: Jerusalem was, at that
time, a small city and the presence of the Magi with
their escort must have been noticed by all its inhabit-
ants, thus “When King Herod heard this, he was
greatly troubled, and all Jerusalem with him” (Mt
2:3), the Gospel tells us.

Jesus Christ crosses the paths of the lives of many
people who are not interested in Him. A little effort
would have changed their lives; they would have
found the King of Joy and Peace. This requires a will-
ingness to look for Him, to move around, to ask with-
out losing heart —like the Three Wise Men— to
leave our comfort, our routine. It requires an effort to
appreciate the immense value of finding Christ. If we
do not find Him, we have not found anything in life,
because only He is the Savior: finding Jesus is to find
the Path that leads us to know the Truth that gives us
Life. And without Him, nothing is worthwhile.

o  Why was a man of peace like Jesus condemned
to death on a Cross?
Jesus posed a decisive question to his contempo-
raries: Either he was acting with divine authority,
or else he was an impostor, a blasphemer, and a
violator of the Law and who had to be called to
account.
In many respects Jesus was a unprecedented chal-
lenge to the traditional Judaism of his time. He for-
gave sins, which God alone can do; he acted as
though the Sabbath law were not absolute; he was
suspected of blasphemy and brought upon himself the
accusation that he was a false prophet. All these were

crimes punishable under the Law by death.

¢ Are the Jews guilty of Jesus’ death?

No one can assign collective guilt for the death of
Jesus to the Jews. Instead, the Church professes
with certainty that all sinners share in the guilt for
Jesus’ death. [597-598]

The aged prophet Simeon foresaw that Jesus would
become “a sign that is spoken against” (Lk 2:34b).
And in fact Jesus was resolutely rejected by the Jew-
ish authorities, but among the Pharisees, for example,
there were also secret followers of Jesus, like Nicode-
mus and Joseph of Arimathea. Various Roman and
Jewish persons and institutions (Caiaphas, Judas, the
Sanhedrin, Herod, Pontius Pilate) took part in Jesus’
trial, and only God knows their guilt as individuals.
The idea that all Jews of that time or living today are
guilty of Jesus’ death is irrational and biblically un-

tenable.

Dzisiaj, $w. Jan swoja Ewangeli¢ prezentuje nam na
sposob poetycki — 1 wydaje si¢ nie tylko wprowadzaé
— ale takze czyni synteze wszystkich elementow catej
ksiggi. Fragment ten posiada rytmike, ktora go czyni
uroczystym. Poszczeg6lne pordwnania, podobienst-
wa, powtorzenia i glgboka tres¢ kresla roznorodne
kregi. Punkt kulminacyjny catoéci odnajdujemy
doktadnie posrodku, w stwierdzeniu ktore doskonale
zawiera w sobie czas Bozego Narodzenia: «A Stowo
stalo si¢ ciatem i zamieszkato wsrod nas» (J 1,14).

Bog zapragnal, by Jego Syn wspotdzielit nasze zycie,
1 dlatego przechodzi przez wszystkie etapy ludzkiej
egzystencji: w tonie Matki, narodziny 1 wzrastanie
(niemowle, dziecko, mtodzieniec, i w koncu Jezus —
Zbawiciel).

I kontynuuje: «I ogladaliSmy Jego chwatle, chwale,
jaka Jednorodzony otrzymuje od Ojca, peten taski i
prawdy» (J 1,14). Takze w tych pierwszych momen-
tach $piewali aniolowie: «Chwata na wysokosci
Bogu», «a na ziemi pokoj» (zob. Lk 2,14). Jed-
noczesnie bedac pielegnowanym przez swych rodzi-
cow: ubranym w pieluszki przygotowane przez Mat-
ke, objety troskliwa zrecznoscia ojca — dobrego i
obrotnego — ktéry Mu przygotowal miejsce na tyle
przyjazne na ile mogh. Ogarnigty wylewnosciag uczué
pasterzy, ktorzy przyszli go adorowaé, uSmiechajac
si¢ czule 1 niosgc prezenty.

To wiasnie — jak w tym fragmencie Ewangelii —
oferuje nam Stowo Boze, ktore jest Jego Madroscia.
Do ktérego nas zaprasza, przez ktore udziela Zycia w
Bogu, wzrastania bez kresu, i takze daje Swiatlo,
ktore pozwala widzie¢ wszystko, co jest na §wiecie w
jego wlasciwym znaczeniu, z punktu widzenia Boga,
dzieki ,,nadprzyrodzonemu wzrokowi”, z serdeczng
wdzigcznoscig ku Temu, ktory catkowicie dat si¢
ludziom na calym $wiecie, od kiedy pojawit si¢ na
nim jako Dziecig.




REFLEXIONES DEL

EVANGELIO

COMUNIDAD HISPANO

CATECISMO de la IGLESIA CATOLICA

Hoy, el Evangelio de Juan se nos presenta en una
forma poética y parece ofrecernos, no solamente una
introduccion, sino también como una sintesis de to-
dos los elementos presentes en este libro. Tiene un
ritmo que lo hace solemne, con paralelismos, simili-
tudes y repeticiones buscadas, y las grandes ideas
trazan como diversos grandes circulos. El punto cul-
minante de la exposicion se encuentra justo en me-
dio, con una afirmacidn que encaja perfectamente en
este tiempo de Navidad: «Y la Palabra se hizo carne,
y puso su morada entre nosotros» (Jn 1,14).

El autor nos dice que Dios asumi6 la condicion hu-
mana y se instal6 entre nosotros. Y en estos dias lo
encontramos en el seno de una familia: ahora en Be-
1én, y mas adelante con ellos en el exilio de Egipto, y
después en Nazaret.

Dios ha querido que su Hijo comparta nuestra vida,
y —por eso— que transcurra por todas las etapas de
la existencia: en el seno de la Madre, en el nacimien-
to y en su constante crecimiento (recién nacido, nifo,
adolescente y, por siempre, Jesus, el Salvador).

Y contintia: «<Hemos contemplado su gloria, gloria
que recibe del Padre como Hijo unico, lleno de gracia
y de verdad» (Ibidem). También en estos primeros
momentos, lo han cantado los angeles: «Gloria a Di-
os en el cielo», «y paz en la tierra» (cf. Lc 2,14). Y,
ahora, en el hecho de estar arropado por sus padres:
en los panales preparados por la Madre, en el amoro-
so ingenio de su padre —bueno y mafoso— que le
ha preparado un lugar tan acogedor como ha podido,
y en las manifestaciones de afecto de los pastores que
van a adorarlo, y le hacen carantofias y le llevan rega-
los.

He aqui como este fragmento del Evangelio nos
ofrece la Palabra de Dios —que es toda su
Sabiduria—. De la cual nos hace participar, nos pro-
porciona la Vida en Dios, en un crecimiento sin
limite, y también la Luz que nos hace ver todas las
cosas del mundo en su verdadero valor, desde el
punto de vista de Dios, con “vision sobrenatural”,
con afectuosa gratitud hacia quien se ha dado entera-
mente a los hombres y mujeres del mundo, desde que
aparecid en este mundo como un Nifio.

¢ Fue Maria uinicamente un instrumento de Dios?
Maria fue mucho mas que un mero instrumento
pasivo de Dios. También mediante su asentimiento
activo se realizo la Encarnacion de Dios. angel que le
dijo que daria a luz al "Hijo del Altisimo", Maria le
respondio: "Hagase en mi segin tu palabra" (Lc 1,38).
La salvacion de la humanidad por medio de Jesucristo
comienza por tanto con una solicitud de Dios, con el
consentimiento libre de una persona, y con un embara-
zo antes de que Maria estuviera casada con José. A
través de estos caminos tan poco comunes, Maria se

convirti6 para nosotrosen la "puerta de la Salvacion".
