Those who work or whose health would be im-
paired are excused from fast and abstinence.
Individual conscience should decide proper
cause for excuse. A more serious reason is re-
quired to excuse oneself from Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday fast and abstinence.

SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, Jesus tells us, “Do not think that I have come
to abolish the law or the prophets” (Mt 5:17). What is
the Law? What are the Prophets? By the Law and the
Prophets, we understand two different groups of
books of the Old Testament. The Law refers to the
writings attributed to Moses; the Prophets, as the
name itself indicates, are the writings of the prophets
and the wisdom books.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus refers to what we consider
the summary of the moral code of the Old Testament:
the commandments of the Law of God. According to
the mind of Jesus, the Law does not consist of merely
external principles. No. The Law is not an imposition
coming from outside. Quite the opposite. In truth, the
Law of God corresponds to the ideal of perfection that
is rooted in the heart of every human being. This is
why the one who keeps the commandments not only
feels fulfilled in his human aspirations, but also at-
tains the perfection of Christianity, or, in the words of
Jesus, attains the perfection of the Kingdom of God:
“Whoever obeys and teaches these commandments
will be called greatest in the kingdom of heaven” (Mt
5:19).

“But I say to you” (Mt 5:22). The fulfillment of the
Law is not summed up in the letter, since “for the let-
ter brings death, but the Spirit gives life” (2 Cor 3:6).
It is in this sense that Jesus commits His authority to
interpret the Law according to its most authentic Spir-
it. In Jesus’ interpretation, the Law is extended to its
ultimate consequences: respect for life is joined to the
eradication of hatred, vengeance, and insult; chastity
of the body is expressed through fidelity and indissol-
ubility; the truthfulness of the given word is shown in
respect for commitments. In fulfilling the Law, Jesus
“fully reveals man to man himself and makes his su-
preme calling clear” (Second Vatican Council).

The example of Jesus invites us to that perfection of
Christian life which carries out in actions what is pro-
claimed in words.

Can you be a Christian without believing in the
Resurrection of Christ?

No. “If Christ has not been raised, then our
preaching is in vain and your faith is in vain” (1
Cor 15:14). [631, 638, 651]

The event of Christ’s death and Resurrection [is] the

heart of Christianity, principal fulcrum of our faith,
powerful lever of our certainty, impetuous wind that
sweeps away every fear and indecision, every doubt

and human calculation.
POPE BENEDICT XVI, October 19, 2006
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How did the disciples come to believe that Jesus is
risen?
The disciples, who before had lost all hope, came

to believe in Jesus’ Resurrection because they
saw him in a different way after his death, spoke
with him, and experienced him as being alive.
The Easter events that took place in Jerusalem in the
year 30 are not a made-up story. Following the death
of Jesus and the defeat of their whole cause, the dis-
ciples fled (“We had hoped that he was the one to
redeem Israel”, Lk 24:21) or else barricaded them-
selves behind locked doors. Only their encounter
with the risen Christ freed them from their paralysis
and filled them with an enthusiastic faith in Jesus
Christ, the Lord of life and death.

Anyone who knows Easter cannot despair.
DIETRICH BONHOEFFER (1906-1945, Lutheran
theologian and resistance fighter against Hitler who
was put to death in the concentration camp in
Flossenbiirg).

Hoy, Jesus nos dice «No he venido a abolir, sino a
dar cumplimiento» (Mt 5,17). ;Qué es la Ley? ;Qué
son los Profetas? Por Ley y Profetas, se entienden
dos conjuntos diferentes de libros del Antiguo Testa-
mento. La Ley se refiere a los escritos atribuidos a
Moisés; los Profetas, como el propio nombre lo indi-
ca, son los escritos de los profetas y los libros sapien-
ciales.

En el Evangelio de hoy, Jests hace referencia a
aquello que consideramos el resumen del codigo
moral del Antiguo Testamento: los mandamientos de
la Ley de Dios. Seglin el pensamiento de Jesus, la
Ley no consiste en principios meramente externos.
No. La Ley no es una imposicion venida de fuera.
Todo lo contrario. En verdad, la Ley de Dios corre-
sponde al ideal de perfeccion que esta radicado en el
corazon de cada hombre. Esta es la razon por la cual
el cumplidor de los mandamientos no solamente se
siente realizado en sus aspiraciones humanas, sino
también alcanza la perfeccion del cristianismo, o, en
las palabras de Jesus, alcanza la perfeccion del reino
de Dios: «El que los observe y los ensefie, ése sera
grande en el Reino de los Cielos» (Mt 5,19).

Pues yo os digo» (Mt 5,22). El cumplimiento de la
ley no se resume en la letra, visto que “la letra mata,
pero el espiritu vivifica” (2Cor 3,6). Es en este senti-
do que Jesus empenia su autoridad para interpretar la
Ley segtin su espiritu mas auténtico. En la interpre-
tacion de Jesus, la Ley es ampliada hasta las ultimas
consecuencias: el respeto por la vida esta unido a la
erradicacion del odio, de la venganza y de la ofensa;

El ejemplo de Jests nos invita a aquella perfeccion
de la vida cristiana que realiza en acciones lo que se
predica con palabras.
