SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, Jesus, just as he did with his disciples, says
farewell as he returns to the Father to be glorified. It
seems that this saddens the disciples who still look at
him with a physical, human gaze, one that believes,
accepts and clings only to what they see and touch.
This feeling, which also exists today in many Chris-
tians, prompts the Lord to assure them that "I will not
leave you orphans" (Jn 14:18), for He will ask the Fa-
ther to send us "another Advocate" (Helper, Interces-
sor)— "the Spirit of truth" (Jn 14:16-17). Further-
more, although the world will not "see" Him, "you
will see me, because I live and you will live" (Jn
14:19). Thus, trust and understanding in these words
of Jesus will awaken love in the true disciple, which
will be clearly shown in "keeping his commandments"
and "observing them" (cf. Jn 14:21). And even more:
whoever lives that way will be loved in the same way
by the Father, and He - the Son - will love his faithful
disciple and manifest Himself to him (cf. Jn 14:21).

How many words of encouragement, trust, and prom-
ise come to us this Sunday! Amidst daily concerns -
where our hearts are overwhelmed by the shadows of
doubt, despair, and fatigue for things that seem to
have no solution or have come to a dead-end - Jesus
invites us to always feel His presence, to know that He
is alive and loves us, and at the same time, promises to
those who take the firm step of living His command-
ments to reveal Himself in the fullness of new, resur-

rected life.

Today, Jesus is revealed to us as alive and present, in
the teachings of the Scriptures we hear, and in the Eu-
charist we will receive. May your response be that of a
new life surrendered in living His commandments,

particularly that of love.

CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC
CHURCH

What role does the Holy Spirit play in the life of
Jesus?

Without the Holy Spirit, we cannot understand Jesus.
In his life the presence of God’s Spirit, whom we call
the Holy Spirit, was manifest in a unique way.

It was the Holy Spirit who called Jesus to life in the
womb of the Virgin Mary (Mt 1:18), endorsed

him as God’s beloved Son (Lk 4:16-19), guided him
(Mk 1:12) and enlivened him to the end (Jn 19:30).
On the Cross, Jesus breathed out his Spirit. After his
Resurrection, he bestowed the Holy Spirit on his dis-
ciples (Jn 20:22). At that the Spirit of Jesus went over
to his Church: “As the Father has sent me, even so I
send you.” (Jn 20:21). In Jesus Christ, God himself
was made man and allowed us, so to speak, to cast a
glance at the intimacy of God himself. And there we
see something totally unexpected:. . . The mysterious
God is not infinite loneliness, he is an event of Love. .
.. The Son...who speaks to the Father exists, and they
are both one in the Spirit, who constitutes, so to speak,
the atmosphere of giving and loving, which makes

them one God.

EVANGELIO

Hoy, Jesus —como lo hizo entonces con sus discipu-
los— se despide, pues vuelve al Padre para ser glorifi-
cado. Parece ser que esto entristece a los discipulos,
que aun le miran con la sola mirada fisica, humana,
que cree, acepta y se aferra a lo que tinicamente ve y
toca.

“guardarlos” Y mas todavia: quien eso vive, serd
amado de igual forma por el Padre, y El -el Hijo- a su
discipulo fiel le amara y se le manifestara (cf. v. 21).
iCuantas palabras de aliento, confianza y promesa
llegan a nosotros este Domingo!
