SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, we contemplate hands that bless - the Lord's
final earthly gesture (cf. Luke 24:51). Or footprints
marked on a mount - the last visible sign of God's pas-
sage through our land. At times, that mount is depict-
ed as a rock, and the imprint of His steps is not en-
graved on the earth but on the rock. It's as if alluding
to that stone which He foretold and which will soon
be sealed by the wind and fire of Pentecost. Iconogra-
phy has been using these suggestive symbols since
ancient times. And also the mysterious cloud - shadow
and light at the same time - that accompanies so many
theophanies already in the Old Testament. The face of
the Lord would dazzle us.

Saint Leo the Great helps us to delve deeper into the
event: "What was visible in our Savior has now
passed on to his mysteries." What mysteries? Those
which He entrusted to His Church. The gesture of
blessing unfolds in the liturgy, and the footprints on
the earth mark the path of the sacraments —a path that
leads to the fullness of the definitive encounter with
God.

During those forty days in which the Lord does not
“appear”, but rather, as the exegetes tell us, “let’s
Himself be seen”, the Apostles will have had time to
get used to their Master's other way of being. Now, in
this last encounter, amazement is renewed. The Apos-
tles discover that, from this moment on, they will not
only proclaim the Word, but will also inspire life and
health, with the visible gesture and the audible word:
in baptism and in the other sacraments.

“All power in heaven and on earth has been given to
me” (Mt 28:18). All authority... Go to all nations...
And teach them to obey everything... And He will be
with them - with His Church, with us - always (cf. Mt
28:19-20). That "everything" resounds through space
and time, affirming us in hope.
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CATECHCHISM OF THE
CATHOLIC CHURCH

Under what names and signs does the Holy
Spirit appear?

The Holy Spirit descends upon Jesus in the form of
a dove. The first Christians experienced the Holy
Spirit as a healing ointment, living water, a raging
storm, or a flaming fire. Jesus Christ himself
speaks about the Counselor, Comforter, Teacher,
and Spirit of Truth. In the sacraments of the
Church, the Holy Spirit is bestowed through the
imposition of hands and anointing with oil.

The peace that God established in his covenant with
mankind after the flood was indicated to Noah
through the appearance of a dove. Pagan antiquity,
too, considered the dove to be a symbol of love. And
so the early Christians understood immediately why
the Holy Spirit, the love of God in person, came down
in the form of a dove when Jesus allowed himself to
be baptized in the Jordan. Today the dove is recog-
nized worldwide as the sign of peace and as one of the
great symbols for the reconciliation of man with God
(cf. Gen 8:10-11).

La iconografia emplea
desde la antigiiedad esos simbolos tan sugerentes. Y
también la nube misteriosa —sombra y luz al mismo
tiempo— que acompafia a tantas teofanias ya en el An-
tiguo Testamento. El rostro del Sefior nos deslumbra-
ria.

San Ledn Magno nos ayuda a profundizar en el suce-
so: «Lo que era visible en nuestro Salvador ha pasado
ahora a sus misterios». ;A qué misterios? A los que ha
confiado a su Iglesia. El gesto de bendicion se
despliega en la liturgia, las huellas sobre tierra marcan
el camino de los sacramentos.

Los Apdstoles habran tenido tiempo para habituarse al
otro modo de ser de su Maestro a lo largo de aquellos
cuarenta dias, en los que el Sefior —nos dicen los ex-
egetas— no “‘se aparece”, sino que —en fiel traduc-
cion literal— ““se deja ver”.
