SUNDAY REFLECTION

Today, it does us good to hear John's Gospel remind-
ing us again that «God so loved the world...» (Jn 3:16)
because in the festivity of the Blessed Trinity, God is
worshipped, loved and served, because God is Love.
In God we find an association with Love, and whatev-
er He actively does He does it for Love. God loves.
He loves us. This great truth is a truth that transforms
us, that makes us better. Because it penetrates our dis-
cernment and becomes absolutely evident. And it
deeply affects our actions honing them into total lov-
ing actions which, the purer, the greater and the more
perfect.

St. John of the Cross has written: «Where there is no
love, put love, and there you will draw out love». And
this is true, because this is what God does all the time.
He «did not send the Son into the world to condemn
the world; instead, through him the world is to be
saved» (Jn 3:17) thanks to Jesus' Christ's life and to
his love, all the way to his death on the Cross. Today,
we contemplate him as the only one that reveals us the
authentic love.

We speak so much about love, that perhaps it has lost
its freshness. Love is what God feels for us. Love and
you will be happy! Because to love is to offer our life
for those we love. Love is gratuitous and simple. Love
is to deny oneself, awaiting everything from God.
Love is to diligently serve those who need us. Love is
to lose to recover up to a hundred fold your losses.
Love is to live without accounting for what one is do-
ing. Love is what makes us resemble God. Love —
and only love— is eternity already amidst us!

Let us live the Eucharist, which is the sacrament of
Love, as it gives us God's love made flesh. It makes us
share the fire burning in Jesus' heart, forgives us and
recasts us anew to let us love with the same kind of
Love as Jesus bears us.

CATECHCHISM OF THE
CATHOLIC CHURCH

What happened on Pentecost?

Fifty days after his Resurrection, the Lord sent the
Holy Spirit down from heaven upon his

disciples. The age of the CHURCH began.

On Pentecost the Holy Spirit transformed fearful
apostles into courageous witnesses to Christ. In a very
short time, thousands had themselves baptized: it was
the birthday of the Church. The miracle of the lan-
guages on PENTECOST shows that the Church is
there for all peoples from the very beginning:

She is universal (= the Latin term for the Greek kat’
holon, catholic) and missionary. She speaks to

all men, overcomes ethnic and linguistic barriers, and
can be understood by all. To this day the Holy

Spirit is the “soul” of the Church, the essential princi-
ple of her life.

What does the Holy Spirit do in the Church?

The Holy Spirit builds up the CHURCH and im-
pels her. He reminds her of her MISSION. He
calls people into her service and sends them the
necessary gifts. He leads us ever deeper into
communion with the Triune God. [733-741, 747]
Even though the Church during her long history has
often seemed “abandoned by all good spirits”, the
Holy Spirit has been at work in her despite all the hu-
man failings and inadequacies. The mere fact of

her two-thousand-year existence and the many saints
of all eras and cultures are the visible proof of

his presence. The Holy Spirit is the one who main-
tains the Church as a whole in the truth and leads
her ever deeper into the knowledge of God. It is the
Holy Spirit who works in the SACRAMENTS and

brings Sacred Scripture to life for us. Even today he

gives his gifts of grace (CHARISMS) to those
who are completely receptive to him.

Intencja modlitewna papieza Leona na
maj:

Aby kazdy miat pozywienie — Mdodlmy
sie, aby wszyscy — od wielkich
producentéw po drobnych konsumentéw
— angazowali si¢ w unikanie marnowania
Zywnosci oraz w zapewnienie kazdemu
dostepu do zywnosci dobrej jakosci.

Dzisiaj dobrze ponownie ustysze¢, ze «Bog
umitowat swiat» (J 3,16), poniewaz podczas dnia
Swietej Trojcy, Bog jest szczegdlnie wielbiony,
mitowany i czczony, gdyz Bog jest mitoscig. W
Nim tkwi Mito$¢ 1 wszystko co robi, robi z Mitosci.
Bog nas kocha. Ta wielka prawda nas przemienia,
czyni nas lepszymi. Poniewaz napetnia nas zrozu-
mieniem, staje si¢ dla nas oczywista. Przepelnia
nasze dziatanie, i doskonali je, napelniajac je
mitoscig. A, ze jest to najczystsza forma mitosci,
ro$nie i staje si¢ bardziej doskonata.

Swety Jan od Krzyza napisat: «Gdzie nie ma
mito$ci, tam potdz mitos¢, a znajdziesz mitose.» I
ma racj¢, poniewaz tak wiasnie zawsze czyni Bog.
On «postat swego Syna na §wiat (...), by $wiat zostat
przez Niego zbawiony» (J 3,17) dzigki zyciu 1
mitosci az do $mierci na krzyzu Jezusa Chrystusa.
Dzi$§ widzimy Go jako tego, ktory ujawnit nam
znaczenie prawdziwej mitosci.

Tyle si¢ méwi obecnie o milosci, ze stracita swoje
pierwotne znaczenie. Mitos¢ jest tym, czym obda-
rowal nas Bog. Kochaj i badz szczesliwy! Poniewaz
mitowac to oddaé zycie za tych, ktorych kochamy.
Mitos$¢ to prostota i nieoczekiwanie niczego w zami-
an. Mitos¢ to pozbycie si¢ wlasnych pragnien, aby
przyja¢ wszystko od Boga. Mitowac¢ to stuzy¢ dru-
giemu czlowiekowi, ktory jest w potrzebie. Mitowaé
to straci¢, aby odzyskaé z nawiagzka. Mitowac to zy¢
bez rozliczania si¢ za kazdy uczynek, ktory robimy.
To Milo$¢ upodabnia nas do Boga. Mito$¢ — i tylko
mito$¢ — jest Zzyciem wiecznym w nas samych!

Zyjmy w Eucharystii, ona jest sakramentem mitosci,
gdyz ofiarowuje nam Mito$¢ Boza, ktora stata si¢
ciatem. Pozwala nam uczestniczy¢ w ognisku
mitosci ptongcym w Sercu Jezusa, wybacza nam 1
przeksztalca nas, abySmy umieli kocha¢ taka
Mitos$cig jaka sami zostaliémy umitowani.

Se habla tanto del amor, que quizé pierde su originali-
dad. Amor es lo que Dios nos tiene. jAma y seras fe-
liz! Porque amor es dar la vida por aquellos que ama-
mos. Amor es gratuidad y sencillez. Amor es vaciarse
de uno mismo, para esperarlo todo de Dios. Amor es
acudir con diligencia al servicio del otro que nos nece-
sita. Amor es perder para recobrarlo al ciento por uno.
Amor es vivir sin pasar cuentas de lo que uno va haci-
endo. Amor es lo que hace que nos parezcamos a Dios.
Amor —y sdlo el amor— es la jeternidad ya en medio
de nosotros!

Vivamos la Eucaristia que es el sacramento del Amor,
ya que nos regala el Amor de Dios hecho carne. Nos
hace participar del fuego que quema en el Corazon de
Jesus, y nos perdona y rehace, para que podamos amar
con el Amor mismo con que somos amados.
