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Today, the Gospel presents Jesus Christ as the
Master, who speaks to us about the detachment
which we must live by. In the first place, a
detachment of our honor and recognition
which, every so often, we are looking for:
“Beware of... accept greetings in the
marketplaces, seats of honor in synagogues,
and places of honor at banquets” (cf. Mk 12:38
-39). In this sense, Jesus prevents us from
following the bad example of the scribes.

In the second place, detachment of material
things. Jesus Christ praises the widow while
regretting, at the same time, the deceit of the
others: “For they have all contributed from
their surplus wealth, but she, from her poverty,
has contributed all she had, her whole
livelihood.” (Mk 12:44).

He who does not live the detachment of
worldly things does live full of his own ego,
and is incapable of loving. In such a state of
mind there is no “room” for others: neither
compassion nor leniency or understanding
towards our neighbor.

Saints provide us with examples. Here is a fact
of Saint Pius X’s life, when he still was the
bishop of Mantua. A merchant wrote slanders
against the bishop. Many friends advise him to
sue the slanderer, but the future Pontiff
replied: “This poor soul is more in need of
prayer than of punishment.” He did not indict
him, he prayed for him.

But that was not the end of it; after a while,
this merchant went bankrupt. All creditors fell
on him, and he lost everything. Only one
person helped him out: it was the very same
bishop of Mantua who, anonymously, sent him
an envelope with some money, by saying that
it was coming from the most Compassionate
Lady, that is, from Our Lady of Perpetual
Help.

Do I truly live the detachment of the earthly
realities? Is my heart empty of things? Can my
heart become aware of others’ needs? “The
program of a Christian —the program of
Jesus— is a ‘heart that sees’” (Benedict XVI).

Why is God “Father”?

We revere God as Father first of all because he is the
Creator and cares lovingly for his creatures. Jesus, the
Son of God, has taught us, furthermore, to regard his
Father as our Father and to address him as “our
Father”. [238-240] Several pre-Christian religions had
the divine title “Father”. Even before Jesus, the
Israelites addressed God as their Father (Deut 32:6;
Mal 2:10), realizing that he is also like a mother (Is
66:13). In human experience, father and mother stand
for origin and authority, for what is protective and
supportive. Jesus Christ shows us what God the
Father is really like: “He who has seen me has seen
the Father” (Jn 14:9). In the parable of the prodigal
son, Jesus addresses the most profound human

longings for a merciful father. 511-527

Oto Swigci dajg nam przyktad. Oto fakt z zycia
Sw. Piusa X, kiedy byl jeszcze biskupem
Mantui.

Hoy,el Evangelio nos presenta a Cristo como Maestro,
y nos habla del desprendimiento que hemos de vivir.
Un desprendimiento, en primer lugar, del honor o
reconocimiento propios, que a veces vamos buscando:
«Guardaos de (...) ser saludados en las plazas, ocupar
los primeros asientos en las sinagogas y los primeros
puestos en los banquetes» (cf. Mc 12,38-39). En este
sentido, Jests nos previene del mal ejemplo de los
escribas.

Desprendimiento, en segundo lugar, de las cosas
materiales. Jesucristo alaba a la viuda pobre, a la vez
que lamenta la falsedad de otros: «Todos han echado
de lo que les sobraba, ésta [la viuda], en cambio, ha
echado de lo que necesitaba» (Mc 12,44).

Quien no vive el desprendimiento de los bienes
temporales vive lleno del propio yo, y no puede amar.
En tal estado del alma no hay “espacio” para los
demas: ni compasion, ni misericordia, ni atencion para
con el projimo.

Los santos nos dan ejemplo. He aqui un hecho de la
vida de san Pio X, cuando todavia era obispo de
Mantua. Un comerciante escribi6é calumnias contra el
obispo. Muchos amigos suyos le aconsejaron
denunciar judicialmente al calumniador, pero el futuro
Papa les respondid: «Ese pobre hombre necesita mas
la oracion que el castigo». No lo acusd, sino que rezd
por él.

Pero no todo termind ahi, sino que —después de un
tiempo— al dicho comerciante le fue mal en los
negocios, y se declard en bancarrota. Todos los
acreedores se le echaron encima, y se quedo sin nada.
So6lo una persona vino en su ayuda: fue el mismo
obispo de Mantua quien, anonimamente, hizo enviar
un sobre con dinero al comerciante, haciéndole saber
que aquel dinero venia de la Sefiora mas
Misericordiosa, es decir, de la Virgen del Perpetuo
Socorro.

(Vivo realmente el desprendimiento de las realidades
terrenales? (Estd mi corazon vacio de cosas? ;Puede
mi corazon ver las necesidades de los demas? «El
programa del cristiano —el programa de Jesus— es
un “corazon que ve”» (Benedicto XVI).
